I believe that profession to treat people is a destiny. You will never be a good doctor if you do not like to help people and are not enthusiastic about what you are doing. And in my case it was perfect accordance with career path that I chose in very young age before I got qualification of doctor. 

My career in medicine started far earlier than many people can even imagine. Although, I was just 14 years old, I began to work twelve hours per a day to meet the employer’s requirements and to stay work in field where I really liked to be and grow as professional. To say truly, it is really hard for me to divide previous experience from one since earning bachelors degree, because it was just continuation of previously gained knowledge and practice. All valuable experience that I got from Filatov’s Institute of eyes diseases and children’s hospital, came in handy during my study on bachelor and master level at Odessa State Medical University. I was so well prepared in theoretical and practical sense, that many times assisted to professors, prepared lecturers and trainings for students and even was honored with the position of intern at the Hospital of Infection diseases.

Having achieved high level of competence in my specialization (till graduation I became the winner of many medical conferences) and realizing the importance of permanent professional training, I visited Hospital of Institute Pasteur in Paris. This internship had tremendous importance on my next professional growth. Here indeed I saw for the first time how European hospitals organized, how they operates and what “European standards of quality in health-care” mean.  By the way, this three-month professional ‘journey’ wasn’t sponsored by any organizations. I paid for it from my own budget and that is why I tried to use this opportunity on 100 percents. After coming back I came out with practical proposals that afterwards had great impact and practical effect for the anti-AIDS chair of our institute. And I thought to continue my career in medicine but…

On August 1998, Ukraine economy was shocked and collapsed by finance crisis. Also in this year my daughter came into the world. These two circumstances became immediate causes of my transfer from budget medical institution to commercial crewing firm. Looking back at this crucial point in my life, I never regretted for my ‘move aside’. Moreover, I am sure that it helped me to realize all my potential as manager, leader and team-oriented person. For five years that I spent in Concord Crewing Company, I passed the path from manager with quite limited responsibilities to executive director that supervises manifold activities of company.  My participation in Presidential program of stuff retraining plus some basic, but very important skills that I gained from health-care sphere helped me to pass this thorny way. The first skill is my ability to listen to more than speak. Sometimes if you can listen to patient, you can lighten pain in a half. It is crucial point, especially if you work with small children.  Another valuable asset that I gained from my activity at institute is my advanced public speaking skills. 

Now I have confidence that my doctoral and a managerial experience as well as described acquirements are good prerequisite to realize my old dream and destination – establish first private hospital in Ukraine with highest level of service.
