What are your three most substantial accomplishments and why do you view them as such? (600-word limit)
International experience. Talking to people in U.S.A, England, Spain, Italy, Germany, Switzerland, Belgium, France, and many other states I recognized that I feel comfortable in cross-cultural environment, I feel like fish in the water. I traveled to nearly 20 counties both on business and on holiday, I studied how the business is managed and how the people interact, how the people work and how they relax. These peculiarities affect the business and personal relations of people from different countries and the knowledge of these cultural and mental distinctive features is a worthy asset in success of a leader in the international environment. Once my negotiations with the manager of one of German design companies were going in a wrong way and I felt that I had to do something in order to change the direction to the more proper one. I told him a good German joke I heard from my German friends and he was well surprised. We laughed and the result was the contract I pressed towards. 
Public experience. Standing in the line and waiting for the time of my trial as a TV presenter of a new program, I recognized that I was trying it because public presentations were difficult for me, my voice was trembling and I was likely to loose naturality and concentration. I was successful and after two years of work I could easily speak naturally when a lot of people were catching every word and gesture. This gave me an ability to feel confident and free while performing at presentations, conferences and negotiations.  
My achievements at public presentations slightly depended on my ability to perform confidently, state my position logically and answer the questions calmly. When I was honored at the all-Ukrainian conference the members of the commission mentioned this skill and emphasized that it made possible to get the first place, while being the youngest participant.  When I was at Frankfurt Fair with the Vodoparad Collection I was giving an interview to the local TV journalist and he was very surprised to have a facile interview at once. He asked me how I managed it and whether I am a professional TV presenter… I just laughed… 
Business experience. Entering the family business I had little understanding of its peculiarities, but I felt living inside the customer's skin is nearly the only approach to succeed. I started with financial job, but I did not miss the opportunity to speak to designers (our main customers). After half a year I felt that except for financial benefits they need a “family”. A club of professionals like they are, where they can meet, exchange the ideas and perspectives and feel themselves a part of something bigger. It could not be a fabricated occasion to unite our clients from all over Ukraine once a year, it has to be true event, that touched their hearts. This is how the idea was born. 
During five years of the realization of Vodoparad Design Project it has exhibited at Salone Internationalle del Mobile Milano, famous design museum Red Dot, the biggest intenational exhibition of bathroom equipment in Frankfurt; was honored the M. Grushevsky award for contribution to the development of Ukraine by the International academic rating “Golden Fortune”. The new business field of International Design Consultancy, which was established on the basis of Vodoparad Design Forum has driven the business to the international scene. Ukrainian designers got the ability to collaborate with international companies and earn money they are unlikely to get at a local market. Thus, in addition to taking iniciative, I managed to gather 250 people as the participants of the project and a lot of partners through out the world. I believe it is my leadership that affected change in the international image of Ukrainian design.
